What is the Parish  
Pastoral Council?  Part I  
The Parish Pastoral Council is a leadership 
body of parishioners whose role it is to discern 
the mission of the parish and envision ways in 
which the parish membership is being called 
to carry out that mission.  This primary, and 
only, responsibility of the Council is accom-

plished through an ongoing cyclical process of Pastoral Planning.    
 

Pastoral Planning involves researching, considering, and proposing  
pastoral goals for the parish community in light of church teaching and the 
mission of both the local and the larger Church.  Once the community has 
discerned and expressed its mission, the Council then directs the resources 
and gifts of the faith community toward the fulfillment of that mission.   
 

Pastoral planning utilizes effective tools from leadership and management 
sciences and adds the dimension of prayerful discernment, reflection on 
gospel values and awareness of the Churchôs history and tradition.  
Through the Pastoral Planning process, the council discerns what needs to 
be changed, supported, or enhanced in keeping the parish faithful to its 
mission.

This yearôs Way of the Cross offers us a unique  
opportunity to see the Passion of Christ through the 
eyes of those who participated in the final journey of 
Jesus to the cross. Every step of the Way will allow 
us to see more clearly who God calls us to be in 
the events of our lives, and how those whose 
lives we touch, can bring the world closer to 
Christ one person at a time .

Lenten Penitential Regulations from  
the Diocese of St. Petersburg  

 

Fasting  
ASH WEDNESDAY and GOOD FRIDAY. Catholics be-
tween the ages of 18 and 59 are bound to fast. One full 
meal and two lesser meals are allowed. Eating between 
meals is not permitted. 
 

Abstinence  
ASH WEDNESDAY, and ALL FRIDAYS IN LENT including 
GOOD FRIDAY are days of abstinence. Meat may not be 
eaten. The law binds all Catholics, 14 yrs. and older.  
 

If members of the faithful are not able to observe the fast 
and abstinence regulations due to health issues or other 
reasons, they are urged to practice other forms of penance 
and self-denial suitable to their conditions.
